Big Bands like Duke Ellington, Count Basie, Benny
Goodman, Glenn Miller, Cab Calloway and Louis Armstrong, to name a few, rose to prominence at this time and many of
these bands employed a contracted featured tap dancer. The drummers of these big bands were known to imitate the
intricate rhythms of the tap dancers. Big bands are still thriving today. Join us as we celebrate BIG BANDS FROM THEN
AND NOW, performed by the Rhythm Keepers and Junior Rhythm Keepers tap companies, along with the Apprentice
Rhythm Keepers.
